The most popular deck at Grand Prix Seattle was Necro, with thirty people playing it. It finished with a losing record, however, going 88-99-4. The most successful popular deck was CounterSliver, which appeared 32 times (the most of any distinct deck), and was played to a record of 169-104-13. Less popular, but more successful, was the Your Move Game Necro-Donate-Illusions deck, which got a record of 30-16-3 by its six players.
Three Sliver decks were played without any countermagic - this resulted in an overall record of 8-7-2.

The tournament was won by Bob Maher playing Oath. Maher is the first person to win two premiere events with essentially the same deck, and the first person to win a Pro Tour and the next Grand Prix since Mike Long.
Maher's deck for Seattle was slightly different from his Pro Tour-Chicago deck. He replaced the Shard Phoenix with a Spike Weaver, explaining "I replaced the Shard Phoenix with the Spike Weaver to allow me to use less nonbasic lands. This gave me a more stable mana base. I was generally happy with the change, although the Phoenix would have been superior in a few situations."
He also changed one spell, replacing a Powder Keg with a Sylvan Library. Commented Maher, "I removed the Power Keg (and replaced it with a Sylvan) because I found I never tutored for it. If I was against a burn deck, I would tutor for the Ivory Mask and if I was against a creature deck I would tutor for the Oath of Druids."
Because of the changes to his deck, Maher was able to replace a Reflecting Pool and two Volcanic Islands with an Adarkar Wastes and two Islands. In his sideboard, Maher removed a Gaea's Blessing, a Light of Day, a Peacekeeper, and a Swords to Plowshares to make room for three Annuls and the Powder Keg he had removed from the main deck.
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
