We present Gatherer today as a kind of "public beta" -- there may still be a few details that need to be 

ironed out, but as long as the servers hold up for this potentially extremely popular tool, we feel that 

it's a great boon for most players. 

You can use Gatherer to: 

 Look up the current wording of a card 

 Find cards of a given color or creature type for your theme deck 

 Search for cards illustrated by your favorite artist 

 Determine format legality of any card 

 Track the various printings of a card through Magic's history 

 Search all Magic flavor text 

 Get an export of the Oracle for a given format 

 Look at the Champions of Kamigawa spoiler 

...and many other things. 

Watch the FAQ 

The Gatherer FAQ will be the first place to look for information on using the tool. Keep an eye on it: 

we'll be updating the FAQ as people begin to use it and we know what people want to know. Which 

brings us to the next point...
