The saltskitter is a creature that can flatten itself against the contours of its desolate environment. It slides along
the dunes like a sidewinder snake or an undersea skate. Then, when danger threatens, it churns up the loose
earth and buries itself under a layer of dust and salt, perfectly camouflaged.
